2012 Official Pinewood Derby Rules – Pack 809
The main purpose of the Pinewood Derby is to have fun, while giving each Scout the opportunity to learn sportsmanship, advance his skills with the various tools and materials, and express his own creativity.  It is expected that each Scout will make his own car, with appropriate adult guidance.  
Official Race Classes(Siblings will race in the appropriate rank for their age group.  Racers age 12 and above must race in the open class.)

Limited Classes:  	Tigers

Open Class – Sometimes called the “Dads and Speed Freaks” class.  Scouts, Parents and Siblings of all ages are welcome.    


Rules for the limited class are:
1. Width shall not exceed 2-3/4 inches. 
2. Length shall not exceed 7 inches. 
3. Weight shall not exceed 5 ounces. 
4. Axles, wheels, and body shall be from the materials provided in the kit. If any of the parts of the kit need to be replaced (due to mistakes/damage) then only official BSA approved wheels and axles may be used.  BSA approved colored wheels are allowed if they have official BSA stamp molded into inside of wheel.
5. All cars must have 4 wheels touching the track.
6. No significant wheel modifications are allowed, except to correct minor imperfections.  
7. Wheels may not be modified to reduce their weight or contact with the track.  (No lathe work, grooving or rounding the tread area.) 
8. Axles must be in the original slot supplied with the kit or at exactly the same spacing.  
9. Wheel bearings, washers, and bushings are prohibited. 
10. No liquid lubricating oils may be used. Axles may be lubricated with graphite or dry powdered materials only. 
11. The car shall not ride on any kind of spring. 
12. The car must be free-wheeling, with no starting devices. 
13. [bookmark: _GoBack]All weigh in and inspections will be conducted one week prior to the race.  Cars that do not pass inspection will be entered into the open class or (as a special exception, if there is time) they may be entered on race day.


Open class rules:
1. Cars must follow rules 1, 2, 3, and 9 – 13 from above.  
2. Cars must have at least 3 wheels resting flat on track but any type of wheels or axles are allowed.
3. Cars that do not pass inspection for the limited classes may be alternatively entered into the open class, upon the discretion of the Judges.
4. 5$ entry fee for each open class car entered.


Awards will be given for: 
· The top three in each class (Siblings cars run with the ranks but will be scored separately.)
· The top three finishers in the overall final race (Overall excludes the Open Class cars)
· Special award categories:
1) Emphasis on Scouting 
2) Most Creative
3) Sports Theme
4) Best of Show
5) Most patriotic
